Features
Each team participating in the annual MVNU Team 
Shootouts will play a minimum of four games. Each 
game will be two 18-minute halves, with the clock
stopping only in the final minute of each game. All 
games will be played indoors at the two adjacent gyms 
on the Mount Vernon Nazarene University campus, 
Mount Vernon High School or Mount Vernon Middle 
School. All games are located within a short driving or 
walking distance of campus.

Games will begin at 9:30 a.m. and conclude at
approximately 5 p.m. Officials will be provided by 
MVNU basketball. Concessions will be available at all 
locations throughout the day. Various snacks and drinks 
will be on sale all day.

COST
Each participating team will be required to pay an 
entry fee of $190. A $50 application fee is required to 
reserve a spot in advance for each session, which will 
be included in the $190 entry fee. There is a limit of 24 
teams per session. You should reserve a spot for your 
team by May 23 or your team may be bumped out of
the Shootouts.

MVNU Head Basketball Coach 
Scott Flemming will once again serve 
as director of the Cougar Shootouts.

Flemming led the Cougars to another great 
season in 2008-09. He has achieved over 400 wins for his 
career, with the Cougars averaging 23 wins over the last 
eight seasons. During this time, Flemming led MVNU to  
two Mid-Ohio Conference championship, three AMC
tournament championships and an NCCAA National
Championship. MVNU was ranked in the top five nationally 
in each season between 1996-99. The same year, Flemming 
was honored as the NAIA National Coach of the Year.
